Creation of the Warsaw Pact

· Albania, Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, East Germany, Hungary, Poland, Romania and the Soviet Union (Kruschev)

· The creation of the Warsaw pact was much like the North Atlantic Treaty Organization except it was an alliance between many East European nations under Soviet Control that would act as a whole against an aggressor if one of the signatories were to be attacked. The whole purpose of the Warsaw pact was to protect the USSR against NATO. Much unrest had occurred within Poland with anti-Soviet protests. Khrushchev, deciding to to attack Poland had negotiated with the Polish to form a Polish communist government. From there with the events going on within Poland it had raised hopes in Hungary to claim independence from the Soviet Union as Hungary was an anti-Soviet state. Khrushchev eventually promised to pull out of Hungary but when Hungary quickly left the Warsaw Pact, the Soviet Army raided Budapest and took over Hungary once again killing some 20,000 people. From here Military force, not ideology had bound the Soviet bloc.

· The Warsaw Pact had been signed in Warsaw, Poland on May 14, 1955. However with loss of control over East Europe in 1989, the Warsaw Pact had formally disbanded on March 31, 1991. On October 6, 1956, protesters in Budapest revolted against Rakosi's regime and the Warsaw Pact. On November 1, 1956 Hungary had pulled out of the Warsaw pact where Budapest was quickly attacked by Soviet Forces and once again under complete Soviet control by November 14, 1956.

· The Warsaw Pact was formed throughout much of Eastern Europe, and including all nations in between the Soviet Union and Western Europe that were under the Soviet Sphere of Influence. The creation of the Warsaw Pact is significant to the Cold War because now the Eastern Sphere of Influence had a group of countries that now could protect themselves against NATO. The Warsaw Pact has an influence on the world today because NATO still exists and Hungary's city, Budapest, is still scarred and damaged from when the Soviets invaded the city when the Hungarians left the Warsaw Pact.

· The creation of the Warsaw Pact took place because the Soviet Union needed a group of countries that could help protect themselves against an aggressor, and provided a threat to the Western countries NATO group. The Warsaw Pact was also created and used to maintain control within the countries of the Warsaw Pact. An example of this can be when Hungary tried to leave the Warsaw Pact, they were quickly attacked and had the Soviet Union once control the country.

· The Warsaw Pact had created massive amounts of tension among the superpowers because now  the West had NATO and the East had the Warsaw Pact. These two organizations could now be used as a threat against nations of the other sphere of influence while they tried to spread their ideologies within these regions. The Warsaw Pact had affected other nations because in one instance, while Hungary wanted to be independent and free of the Warsaw Pact had to stay within the Soviet Sphere of Influence because it was surrounded by Warsaw Pact Signatories and could not escape.
