Khrushchev introduces “Peaceful Coexistence”

· Nikita Khrushchev, Politburo, Stalinist's, Yugoslavia (Tito), United States, India, China

· After Stalin died in 1953 of a Brain Hemorrhage, Khrushchev finally had enough support in 1956 to take control of the Soviet Union. In 1955 Khrushchev had signed the Austrian State Treaty, recognizing Austrian independence and pulled all Soviet troops out of Austria. This is the first time the Soviet Union peacefully withdrew from a country. From here de-Stalinization began, where many of Stalin's policies and regime would be destroyed and forgotten about. Khrushchev had then held a secret meeting stating the new direction that Soviet Union would be going in with international affairs and control over Eastern Europe. Khrushchev also wanted to look at a more socialist view of communism, as Tito wanted to in Yugoslavia. From here Khrushchev had wanted to increase relations with Tito and bring Yugoslavia back into the Soviet Bloc with more diversity. Khrushchev also wanted to improve relations with West European Socialist parties. Khrushchev also looked at the developing third world, as empires had collapsed. Khrushchev had argued that since the US was pushing into Asia with its ideologies, that the Soviet Union should push its ideologies within these countries in promise of quick industrialization. When the Soviet Union was in shortage of food, Khrushchev, as opposed to Stalin had bought grain to help feed the hungry and tried many programs such as a chemical fertilizer program. Also it was Khrushchev's policy that altered the Sino-Soviet relation as it disturbed the Chinese with the Soviets being more interested in the third world countries.

· Stalin died on March 6, 1953, from here for a long time many fought for ruler position, by 1956 Nikia Khrushchev was able to take control of the USSR. On May 15, 1955 the first policy for Soviet forces to pull out of a nation willingly was signed, recognizing Austrian sovereignty. In February 1956 Khrushchev had addressed 1500 delegates about his plan for the future of the Soviet Union. De-Stalinization brought into effect, interest for Third World development was brought forward, shaking the Sino-Soviet relation. Khrushchevs plans for rearranging the agricultural system had failed and in 1962 the harvest had failed and Khrushchev had begun to buy Grain for the winter (12 million tonnes) and start programs for chemical fertilizers for future harvests.

· Khrushchev's policy was to be brought into effect within the Soviet Union and within the Eastern Sphere of Influence. The introduction of “Peaceful Coexistence” helped develop the Cold War because now the Soviet Union had become interested in developing Third World Countries and had went head-to-head with the United States and had promised quicker industrialization with a communist government under the Soviet Sphere of Influence.

· Khrushchev's introduction of “Peaceful Coexistence” had occurred because it was Khrushchev's goal to de-Stalinize the Soviet Union and abolish many of Stalin's policies and his regime. Khrushchev had also brought up his idea because it would help improve relations with Yugoslavia and Western European socialist parties. His “Peaceful Coexistence” would also bring more importance to the helping of the developing third world countries. Khrushchev's policy also led to more rational decisions to what Stalin would have done, like the peaceful defection of Austria would have been destroyed by Stalin, or when Khrushchev attempted to feed the Starving Soviets in the winter of 1963/64 rather that starve them like Stalin did in the early 1930s.

· Khrushchev's introduction of “Peaceful coexistence” had weakened relations between the East and West even more because his policies had insisted on more interest and involvement in the developing of third world countries within Asia and the more friendly relationship with the socialist/communist parties within Western Europe.
