Four powers divide Germany

· Stalin of the USSR, Harry Truman of the United States, Winston Churchill of Great Britain and France were involved in the splitting of Germany after World War 2.

· Germany is split into two, Western Germany to the Western powers to be a democratic, free country and East Germany to the Soviets where it will be stripped for rebuilding the USSR. Berlin will be split up into 4 zones, one for each major power. A road will be opened into West Berlin through the occupied Soviet Territory

· Germany had been split up after the Potsdam conference in July 1945. Germany reunites when the Soviet Union collapses in 1991.

· Germany was split in two. The west will be a democratic country that will receive aid from the United States to help rebuild the country. Berlin would be split into two, where a road will be run into West Berlin for physical connection with West Germany. The east will go to the USSR were it will be stripped to rebuild the Russian territory destroyed during the war. German division is significant to the Cold War because it is the beginning of the spheres of influence within Europe that would stay intact until the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991.

· The Division of Germany took place because Stalin had wanted to keep Germany for himself because it was he that had liberated Eastern Germany and the only peaceful option that seemed viable at the time was to split Germany into two halves. Stalin also wanted to strip Germany of its resources so he could rebuild the damaged western Russian. The West, with the exception of France had wanted to rebuild Germany and turn it into a strong democracy so it would be able to defend itself from the Soviet Sphere of Influence and have German citizens that would be happy with the western nations.

· The Division of Germany severs the relationship between the Super Powers(United States, Great Britain vs. USSR). Great Britain and the United States wanted a free democratic Europe and Stalin had wanted a communist Europe. During the Potsdam conference in Germany in July 1945, the cooperation between Stalin, Churchill and Truman had come to an end, marking the beginning of the Cold War. This affected most other nations of the world because they were now expected to either join the United States Sphere of Influence or the Soviet Union Sphere of Influence. The division of Germany in 1945 effects Germany today because with the exception of the merging of Western and Eastern Germany in 1989, the borders are still the same. Also in 1989 when Western and Eastern Germany united the democratic government system came into effect for all of Germany.
