United States-Soviet cooperation ends

· President Harry Truman/Roosevelt of the United States. Joseph Stalin of the USSR. Winston Churchill of Great Britain.

· After the Tehran, Yalta and Potsdam conferences, the United States and the Soviet Union were no longer able to cooperate due to differences in beliefs in how politics should be done and how Europe should be ruled and treated.

· Cooperation between Roosevelt/Truman, Churchill and Stalin began to break down in Tehran, Iran in 1943 and Yalta, USSR in February 1945. During the Potsdam conference in July 1945, cooperation between Stalin, Truman and Churchill came to an end, marking the beginning of the Cold War.

· Relations began to break down during the conference in Tehran, Iran in November 1943, Yalta USSR in February 1945 and had completely ended during the Potsdam Conference in Germany in July 1945. The ending of cooperation between Truman and Stalin was significant to the Cold War because it was the ending of the cooperation between these two leaders that had actually started the Cold War. The end of cooperation has an effect on the world today because many countries that Stalin had once ruled under the Iron Curtain still maintain dictatorship governments and perform no relations with the United States to this day (I.E. Cuba).

· The ending of cooperation between these two super powers occurred over differences in beliefs over how governments should be run and who should have control in Europe. The United States had wanted the nations of Europe to be powerful, independent democratic nations and believed that the nations that were under Soviet Control should have to choice of whether to be a state of the Soviet Union or to maintain their own independent governments without Soviet interference. The Soviets on the other hand wanted to have complete control over the the nations they had conquered through war and liberation and wanted to exploit these nations to help rebuild the Soviet Union homeland.

· The ending of cooperation between the United States and Soviet Union altered the relations between the superpowers of the world because it had formed two powerful spheres of influence that had drawn all the European superpowers into for European security purposes. This affected many other nations because they now were being surrounded by the Bipolar system, where many nations joined the United States, where they would be able to be protected from Stalins aggressive ambitions and many other nations would unwillingly be brought into the Soviet sphere of influence due to Soviet forces occupying their countries. This event has an impact on modern day because the United States does still not cooperate with many nations that were once part of the Soviet Sphere of Influence such as Cuba.
