Creation of Israel – 1948

· European Jews, Britain (Churchill), France, Soviet Union (Stalin), United States (Truman), Palestinians (Arabs), Czechoslovakia (Communists), United Nations

· As no nation wanted to accept the European Jews that were fleeing Hitler and his camps in Europe during the Second World War, many nations, the United States, Great Britain, Soviet Union and France had agreed to rearrange Palestine to form Israel, a Jewish State. The creation of Israel in 1948 by the UN had misplaced many Palestinian Arabs which led to immediate conflict between the Jews and Arabs that last to this day. Although the Arabs outnumbered the Jews the Jews had Czechoslovakian support that supplied them with arms that had helped expel the  Arabs and increase the size of Israel. From here it was the Israelis with the Americans on their side, and the Soviets on a more pro-Arab stance.

· Through out the Second World War Jews were not accepted into countries, not even Palestine, so Israel had been formed as an independent, Jewish state by the UN on May 14, 1948. Immediately after that the Jews and Arabs were at war over Israel. Dr. Ralph Bunche, an American with the UN has asked for the Arab-Israeli war to end in 1949, but it did not.

· Israel had been created from Palestine which was bordered by Egypt, Jordan, Syria, Lebanon and the Mediterranean Sea. Creation of Israel had misplaced millions of Arabs that once lived in Palestine. The creation had been significant to the development of the Cold War because it had pleased Stalin and the USSR because Britain had left Israel. Also it was a fight of who could give Israel the most amount of aid to favor the Israeli's the most, the Americans or the Soviets? The creation of Israel is significant for modern day because to this very day the Israelis are still at war with the Palestinians and Lebanese over the land that the UN had given to the Jews in 1948. The most intense fight still occurs within the Gaza Strip and West Bank. 

· The creation of Israel had occurred because it would give the place for the millions of misplaced European Jews to move to and form new homes. Israel was also formed because it had pleased the Soviet Unions goal of Britain leaving Palestine which would allow the USSR to tap into Israels resources as a trading partner.
