NATO is created

· The nations involved in NATO were the five Treaty of Brussels signatories: Belgium, France, Luxembourg, the Netherlands and Great Britain and Denmark, Iceland, Italy, Norway, Portugal, Canada and the United States.

· As a result of the Czechoslovakian coup and Berlin Blockade, with the success of the Marshall Plan, the United States and many Western European countries had agreed to form and formed an organization that would be a defensive military alliance that would treat an aggressive attack against one signatory as an attack against NATO as a whole. 

· The Treaty of Brussels had been formed on March 17, 1948. However on April 4, 1949 the five Treaty of Brussels signatories plus many other countries including the United States had signed the North Atlantic Treaty and had formed NATO. This meant an attack against one signatory from an aggressor state would be interpreted as an attack against all of NATO's nations.

· The North Atlantic Treaty had been signed for the protection of most West European and Atlantic countries if they were to be invaded by the Soviet Union or another aggressor state. The creation of NATO led to further development of the Cold War because not only the European countries were allied up against the USSR, but many Atlantic nations surrounding the Soviet Union had joined the Western Sphere of Influence. The creation of NATO has an effect today because it still exists and functions today as a police force within the Atlantic and European area.

· The creation of NATO took place because after the Czechoslovakian coup and Berlin Blockade, it because very clear to many European and Atlantic countries that the Soviets had interest to expand the Soviet Union into Europe and that they would have to ally up together to prevent the Soviets from attacking their nations. NATO was also used as a psychological barrier against the Soviet Union because the Western Countries had a formally aligned alliance among themselves while many Eastern Countries had not been formally aligned yet. The formation of NATO also shown a threat against the Soviet Union because the United States still had a nuclear monopoly when the North Atlantic Treaty had been signed.

· The creation of NATO has brought many European and Atlantic countries together because they were now a part of an alliance that would help protect themselves against the Soviet sphere of influence that risk their very existence. However the formation of NATO has brought huge amounts of Tension between the two spheres of influence because now there had been a united Western alliance with the United States nuclear monopoly on their side which had prevented the Soviet Union from expanding without forming the Warsaw pact. As NATO still exists today, after the disbanding of the Warsaw Pact, it still places an effect on the world as a global police force within the Atlantic region.
